® BASE EFFECT-LED UPTICK
Core sector output rises 6.8% in
March, contracts 7% in 2020-21

New Delhi, April 30

THE OUTPUT OF eight core
sectors grewby 6.8% in March,
the highest in 32 months, dri-
ven by base effect-led uptickin
production of natural gas, steel,
cement and electricity, official
data showed on Friday.

The growthrate of the eight
infrastructure sectors — coal,
crude oil, natural gas, refinery
products, fertilisers, steel,
cementand electricity — stood
at(-) 8.6% in March 2020.

According to the commerce
and industry ministry data,
production of natural gas, steel,
cementand electricity jumped
12.3%, 23%, 32.5% and
21.6% in March, as against (-)
15.19%, (-) 21.9%, (-) 25.1%
and (-) 8.2% in March 2020,
respectively.

Coal, crude oil, refinery
products and fertiliser seg-
ments recorded negative
growth during the month
under review.

70 per cent in April 2021, with
exceptionally high growth
expected in cement and steel,
she added.

Centre to give additional ¥ 15,000 cr
interest-free loan to states for projects

New Delhi, April 30

THE FINANCE MINISTRY on
Friday said it will give an addi-
tional 15,000 crore to the
states as interest free 50-year
loan for spending on capital
projectsin the current fiscal.

The Scheme for Special
Assistance to States for Capital
Expenditure for 2021-22 also
includesincentives tostates for
monetising/ recycling of infra-
structure assets and disinvest-
ment of the State Public Sector
Enterprises (SPSEs).

“The Ministry of Finance,
Government of India has
decided to provide an addi-
tionalamount of upto315,000
crore to states as interest free
50 year loan for spending on
capital projects,” the finance
ministry said in a statement.

The Scheme for Special
Assistance to States for Capital
Expenditure for 2021-22 has
three parts,includinglinkage of
asset monetisation with funds
release by the Centre.

For the North-East and Hill
States, the Centre has ear-
marked 2,600 crore. Out of
this, Assam, Himachal Pradesh
and Uttarakhand will get Rs
400 crore eachwhileremaining
states in this group have been
allocated X200 crore each.

An amount of 7,400 crore
is earmarked for all other
states. This amount has been
allocated amongst these states
in proportion to their share of
central taxes as perthe award of
the 15th Finance Commission
fortheyear 2021-22,the min-
istry said.

The third part of the scheme
is for providing incentives to
States for monetisation/ recy-

cling of infrastructure assets
and disinvestment of SPSEs.

“An amount of Rs 5,000
croreisallocated for this part of
the scheme. Under this part,
states will receive interest free
50yearsloan ranging from 33
percentto 100% of theamount
realised by them, throughassets
monetisation,listingand disin-
vestment,’the ministry added.

Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman in her 2021-22
Budget speech said that to
incentivise states to take to dis-
investment of their public sec-
tor companies, the Centre
would work out an incentive
package of central funds for
states.

The government has bud-
geted to raise ¥1.75 lakh crore
through CPSE disinvestmentin
the current fiscal, over five
times what it raised in the last
financial year. The minister
had also said that the Centre
wouldwork out specificmecha-
nisms to nudge states to spend
more of their budget on cre-
ation of infrastructure.

Petrol price can rise by I5/litre to back OMC marketing margins

New Delhi, April 30

RETAIL PRICES OF auto-fuels
are seen to rise again after the
assembly elections are over as
state-run oil marketing com-
panies (OMCs) will likely want
to improve their marketing
margins amid rising global
crude and product prices,ana-
lysts feel.

“With the state elections
now over, we expect OMCs to
resume retail price increase for
auto fuel,” analysts at Credit
Suisse said in a recent note,
adding that “OMCs need to
increase retail prices for diesel
by ¥2.8-3/litre and gasoline

(petrol) by ¥5.5/litre to main-
tain their FY20 margins.

On Friday, retail petrol price
in Delhi was ¥90.40/litre, as
rates kept falling since March
24 from the all-time high level
of 91.17/litre. From the start
of January, petrol price has
increased 7.9% to the current
level while the cost of Indian
basket of crude has grown
24.2%to $64.51/barrelin the
same period. The marketing
margin of around X3 per litre
fordieselin Q4FY21isthelow-
est encountered by OMCs in
the last nine quarters and
despite higher crude prices
and cracks, there has been no
retail fuel priceincrease forthe

past two months.

Legislative assembly elec-
tions were scheduled between
March 27 and April 29 in
Assam, Kerala, Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry and West Bengal.
“Asin pastinstances,we expect
OMCs to recoup the lost mar-
gins post elections if crude
remainsat current levels,’ana-
lystsat Jefferieshad pointedin
mid-April,adding that “inade-
quate price hikes due to elec-
tions could weigh on BPCL’s
privatisation”.

Govt sets record target to raise foodgrain
production by 2% during 2021-22

New Delhi, April 30

AFTER THE INDIA Meteoro-
logical Department (IMD) pre-
dicted a‘normal’monsoon, the
government has set a record
target to raise foodgrain pro-
duction by 2% (y-o-y) during
2021-22 crop year, starting
July. With prices of all rabi
crops currently ruling either
near or above the minimum
support prices (MSPs) despite
bumper harvest, the govern-
ment can safely bet on next
kharif crops to increase the
overall agriculture growthand
boost the rural economy.

Releasing the target at the
annual kharif conference,agri-
culture commissioner SK Mal-
hotra said the target of total
food grains production for
2021-22 is set at a record
307.31 million tonne (MT),
comprising 151.43 MT in
kharif season and 155.88 MT
during rabi.In 2020-21, pro-
duction was 303.34 MT,
against the target of 301 MT.
For2021-22,thetarget forrice
production has been fixed at
121.1 MT,wheat at 110 MT,
pulsesat 25 MT, coarse cereals
at 51.21 MT and oilseeds at
37.5 MT.

Agriculture minister
Narendra Singh Tomar said
thathigher production targets
for pulses and oilseeds are the

necessity of the nation to

reduce our dependency on
import and to achieve the
dream of Aatmanirbhar
Bharat. Expressing concerns
over shortage of oilseeds and
pulses, Tomar requested state
governments to work on mis-

sion mode to overcome the
demand-supply mismatch.

The IMD has predicted this
year’s monsoon rainfall to be
989% of the long period aver-
age (LPA) of 88 cm.The mon-
soon season of June-Septem-
ber has over 70% share in
India’s annual rainfall and is
considered key to the success
of agriculture sector, as
almost 529% of the agricul-
turalland is rain-fed.

According to the weather
bureau, rainfall between 96%
and 1049% of the LPAis consid-
ered ‘normal’ and 90-96% of
the LPAis categorised as ‘below
normal’. The agency will
release theregion-and month-
wise forecast for2021 in either
thelastweek of May or the first
week of June.

Continuing thrust on
higher cereals output overthe
last six years has proved the
government’s reluctance to
take any chance, even though
it has been running schemes
for Punjaband Haryana farm-
ers to shift from water-guz-
zling paddy crop. Though the
NDA government declared a
shift in the country’s agricul-
ture policy from production
centric to income centric by
announcinga target to double
farmers’income by 2022, the
continuing thrust on higher
(than requirement) procure-
ment of paddy and wheat

under MSP operation has
been a burden on the exche-
quer with continuous rise in
food subsidy.

Food Corporation of India
(FCI) and state agencies have
purchased nearly 26 MT of
wheat as on April 28 in on-
going season, as against 7.76
MT during corresponding
period of lastyear,according to
food ministry data.

The government has seta
target tobuy 42.74 MT for the
central pool during 2021,
which is nearly 10% more
than actual quantity pur-
chased last year. According to
FCI, the official reserves had
27.3 MTofwheatasonApril 1,
which is nearly four times the
buffernormof 7.5 MT.

March and May, 2020, sur-
charge and cess on auto fuels
were cumulatively increased
by X13/litre on petrol and
%16/litre on diesel. With the
second wave of Covid-19 and
new state-specific lockdowns

in April, auto fuel marketing
volumes have again taken a hit.
The impact has been worst in
Maharashtra while Uttar
Pradesh, New Delhi, and
Chhattisgarh have also been
severely affected.
